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Transportation is available to all Magnet sites.

Students become Full-time Students at their Magnet school assignment – eligible to participate in all co-curricular and extracurricular activities including athletics.

Disabled students are eligible to apply to all Magnet programs.

All Magnet programs meet the Competency and Graduation Requirements of the East Side Union High School District.  Completion of these specialized high school programs will constitute an excellent background for college, employment or military enlistment.

Enrollment in all Magnet Programs depends upon space available.

“Magnet Programs are open to all students regardless of race, color, national or  ethnic origin, gender,  religion, sexual orientation, or physical or mental disability.”
Funded by state and local resources, Magnets are offered as part of the East Side Union High School District’s voluntary integration plan.
